FY 2003 Homeland Security Assessment Process
The U.S. Department of Homeland Security (DHS), Office for Domestic Preparedness (ODP) has recently announced the launch of the Fiscal Year (FY) 2003 State Homeland Security Assessment and Strategy process.  As part of this effort, ODP has refined the process that was originally established in FY 1999.  The FY 2003 process allows states and local jurisdictions to update their needs assessment data to reflect post-September 11, 2001 realities, as well as identify progress on the priorities outlined in their initial homeland security strategies. Furthermore, the refined process will serve as a planning tool for state and local jurisdictions, and will assist ODP and its partners in better allocating federal resources for homeland security.

As you know, Wisconsin will begin its statewide assessment process in July and will be holding five training seminars on conducting the assessments to be put on by ODP consultants.  State assessment staff will also be attending the training sessions.   As in 2000, all local jurisdictions must participate in the assessment process in order to remain eligible for future homeland security funding.  It is recommended that each county have its County Emergency Management Director and two other county assessment team representatives attend one of these training sessions.  These dates and locations, as well as registration forms were issued earlier, but as a reminder they are:

Counties are encouraged to begin to identify and assemble their assessment committee(s) to include a good cross-section of response discipline representatives and local official representatives of the various jurisdictions within the county.  Assessment information will need to be gathered from all response jurisdictions and municipalities within the county.

Because of the short timeframe to conduct the assessment Wisconsin Emergency Management has been provided a grant from the Office of Justice Assistance to hire limited term staff to assist the counties in the assessment process.  No additional funding, beyond what was available under the FY 2002 FEMA Supplemental funding will be provided to the counties to complete this assessment.  Under the grant WEM will be hiring up to six limited term employees who will be trained in the specific assessment process and who will be available to assist counties in conducting and completing their assessments.   However, the combined efforts of both the County Emergency Management Office, the local assessment committees and WEM staff will be necessary in order to complete the process in an effective and timely manner.  

In addition to the training, information on the assessment timeline as well as how Wisconsin will be coordinating the process will be provided at those training sessions.
