SITUATION REPORT ON SEVERE STORMS/FLOODING #5

OVERVIEW – Wisconsin Emergency Management (WEM) has been working closely with county emergency management offices and municipal governments in gathering damage assessments.  As flood waters continue to recede, officials are finding new damage.  To make sure all damage is reported, WEM has requested all county emergency management directors to re-evaluate their flood/storm damage assessments, make any additions/changes and submit a new Uniform Disaster Situation Report to WEM by noon on Wednesday, June 2, 2004.  The new information will help determine what our next steps will be.

Housing Assistance for Kenosha County - Wisconsin Housing and Economic Development Authority is providing $2,500 to help with the costs associated with emergency housing for displaced residents in Kenosha County.  The grant will be awarded to the Southeast Wisconsin Tri-County Chapter of the American Red Cross which has been providing motel rooms for the evacuated flood victims.

Insurance Claims -  Residents that suffered storm/flood damage and have concerns or questions regarding their insurance coverage should contact the Office of the Commissioner of Insurance (OCI) at 1-800-236-8517.  Complaint forms can be printed directly at the OCI website at http://oci.wi.gov.
