SITUATION REPORT ON NORTHERN WISCONSIN FLOODING - Report #5

OVERVIEW –  A river flood warning remains in effect for the Wolf River at Shiocton in Outagamie County. The river is about a half a foot above the flood stage of 11 feet. There is minor flooding in Shiocton including the city park and boat landing.  According to the National Weather Service, the Wolf River should continue to slowly fall today and tonight however, any additional rainfall may keep the river running near flood stage until the end of the week.  
Langlade County –  Approximately 100 people attended a  community meeting on the flood recovery/relief efforts last night in Antigo.  Representatives from various city and county agencies along with volunteer groups were on hand to provide information on available services and to dispel rumors that had been developing concerning funding and how much money was available for those who suffered losses in the flood.  

Everyone who was evacuated from their homes are now back.  A volunteer hotline is still being operated and people can call to request help with cleanup and hauling debris. The Antigo Public Works Department is accepting flood debris at the city dump on Thursday and Saturday.  Residents need to bring some form of ID to show they were in the flooded areas.  The Public Works Department continues to provide water testing to homes and businesses that were flooded.  None of the water tested to date has been contaminated. 

A meeting of the Interfaith Committee will be held later today to discuss how to proceed with distributing flood relief donations.  Monetary donations have been collected by the Antigo Chamber of Commerce.  The group will be in charge of disbursing the money to flood victims.  

The local Housing Authority in Antigo is working on the application for a grant of up to $500,000 from the Department of Commerce, Community Development Block Grant – Emergency Assistance Program (CDBG-EAP).  As part of the application process, the city of Antigo needs to determine the number of low to moderate income households that were impacted by the floods and the estimated damage costs. The process will take up to four weeks to complete.  The Housing Authority will distribute the grant that will be used to help residents pay for new water heaters, furnaces, and other eligible real property items that were damaged by the flooding.

All city and county roads are open.  Some county roads have gravel in the washed out areas and there is still some high water along Highway B.

Marinette County – Marinette County Emergency Management Office is also applying for a Department of Commerce, Community Development Block Grant – Emergency Assistance Program (CDBG-EAP).  The grant will be used to help lower income homeowner pay for structural repairs from damage caused by the flooding.  In addition, the American Red Cross is putting together a panel to distribute a $1,000 grant from the Wisconsin Housing and Economic Development Authority (WHEDA).  Flood damage to roads and culverts is expected to reach $280,000 to $300,000.
