SITUATION REPORT ON SEVERE STORMS/FLOODING #6

OVERVIEW – Today, Governor Doyle has asked the Federal Emergency Management Agency (FEMA) to join Wisconsin Emergency Management in conducting a Preliminary Damage Assessment (PDA) as an initial step to requesting a federal disaster declaration.  Specifically, he has asked FEMA to assess damages in Columbia, Crawford, Fond du Lac, Grant, Jefferson, Kenosha, Ozaukee and Vernon Counties in response to recent flooding and storm damage.  

WEM hopes to conduct a PDA in the eight counties later this week.  WEM staff will contact county emergency management directors to set up a time and location to meet with damage inspectors from FEMA and the Small Business Administration (SBA).  FEMA and SBA officials will team up with a staff member from WEM to view damage to businesses and homes.  Officials with Wisconsin Department of Transportation will team up with FEMA to look at damage to publicly owned infrastructures such as roads, bridges and dams.

In the last few days, county emergency management directors and other local officials have been able to update damage assessments in their Uniform Disaster Situation Reports as floodwaters continue to recede.
