SITUATION REPORT ON SEVERE STORMS/FLOODING #8

OVERVIEW – Heavy rains overnight have caused flooding across southern Wisconsin. Numerous homes have been evacuated and roads and highways closed.  Wisconsin Emergency Management (WEM) has partially activated the State Emergency Operations Center. In addition, WEM has regional directors on the scene in the Fond du Lac and Randolph areas working with local emergency response officials. At this time, there has been no request for state assistance.

Fond du Lac County – Heavy overnight rains have resulted in flooding in portions of the city of Fond du Lac and North Fond du Lac.  The American Red Cross has setup shelters and feeding stations.  In North Fond du Lac, approximately 150 homes have been evacuated.  In addition, there is a mobile home park with 200 homes that are threatened and another development with 17 homes that may need to evacuate in the next 4 – 8 hours.

In the city of Fond du Lac, about 150 homes have been evacuated.  In addition, the Fond du Lac County Emergency Operations Center, which is located in the Fond du Lac County Courthouse, has been moved to the Fond du Lac Police Department due to floodwaters at the courthouse.  Public works crews have been placing sandbags to help prevent floodwaters from entering the courthouse.  Several roads including portions of Highway 41 and Highway 26, South of Rosendale are closed.  This weekend is the Walleye Weekend in Fond du Lac.  Organizers estimate 60,000 people are scheduled to attend the annual fishing event that may be delayed due to flooding.

Columbia County – The Cambria Dam is currently unstable but holding.  The wastewater treatment plant was saved but raw sewage was dumped.

Dodge County – the city of Waupun has declared a State of Emergency.  Several roads are flooded and closed.

Village of Randolph - Emergency management officials report that 35-40 homes are still evacuated this morning.  Estimated 250 homes and 15 businesses were impacted yesterday by the floodwaters.  The emergency shelter remains open.

Green Lake County – The Fox River in Berlin is threatening homes and roads. Public works crews are sandbagging to help prevent flood damage.

Marquette County – A sandbag filling station is open at Packwaukee.  They have 5,000-8,000 sandbags available.  Montello Fire Department helping pump water from a broken water pipe in Packwaukee.  Officials are concern that floodwaters will threaten the Dam at the Lake of the Woods.

Winnebago County – Officials have activated the Winnebago County Emergency Operations Center as a precaution.

Sauk County – The Baraboo River continues to rise and is expected to crest this afternoon.  Officials report two homes with collapsed basements in Baraboo.  There are some road closures.

Other Counties – Several counties are reporting homes with basement flooding and road closures.  Wisconsin Emergency Management is working with county emergency management directors to get damage assessments.
