SITUATION REPORT ON SEVERE STORMS/FLOODING #11

OVERVIEW –  Wisconsin Emergency Management (WEM) will be forwarding a letter for your signature to request President Bush approve federal disaster assistance for 12 counties impacted by severe storms and record rains.  Earlier today, four additional counties were included in Executive Order # 57 declaring a State of Emergency. Included were Winnebago, Dodge, Green Lake and Clark Counties. Damage estimates now exceed $9 million in the public sector and damage in various degrees to over 5,000 homes.

FEMA/WEM Damage Assessments – Teams comprised of Federal Emergency Management Agency (FEMA), Small Business Administration (SBA), Wisconsin Emergency Management and Wisconsin Department of Transportation finished up  damage assessments today in Winnebago and Ozaukee Counties.  Below are the damage assessment totals gathered to date.

Department of Commerce – Department of Commerce is working with the village of Randolph, city of Berlin and Kenosha County regarding Community Development Block Grant – Emergency Assistance Program (CDBG-EAP).  As part of the application process, local officials will need to determine the number of low to moderate income households that were impacted by the floods and the estimated damage costs. The process will take up to four weeks for local governments to complete which includes conducting a public meeting.  The grant could be used to help residents pay for new water heaters, furnaces, and other eligible real property items that were damaged by the flooding.  

WHEDA Housing Assistance-  WHEDA continues to reach out to see how they can provide emergency financial assistance. They were in discussions today with Jefferson County and the American Red Cross to aid residents of Blackhawk Island who have had to evacuate due to the rising waters.
