SITUATION REPORT ON TORNADOES #1

OVERVIEW – A series of tornadoes have hit Wisconsin, causing widespread damage.  One person was killed and 10-15 people were injured.  At 7:30 p.m., Wisconsin Emergency Management activated the State Emergency Operations Center.  The state has been working with local county emergency management officials.
Dane County –  Dane County Emergency Management reports they have activated their County Emergency Operations Center.  One person was killed and five people were injured when a tornado hit the Stoughton area.  Approximately 15 homes were destroyed and 30-35 homes received moderate to severe damage.  A shelter is being opened in the Stoughton area.  They have dispatched their mobile command post.  Several residents are being evacuated due to a gas leak. 
Richland County –  Richland County Emergency Management estimates 70-80 homes in village of Viola damaged from a tornado.  Three homes were destroyed and three people were taken to the hospital for injuries.  The Red Cross has set up a shelter at a local church.
Monroe County – Monroe County officials report a touchdown in the town of Tomah.  Early damage assessments report five homes have been damaged with two reporting major damage.  Lots of trees are down.

Grant County – A tornado touched down in or near the village of Muscoda.  Some homes have minor damage.  Numerous trees and power lines are down. No reports of injuries.
Sauk County – One home destroyed and one house with major damage.  The Salvation Army is helping tornado victims.  They also have two out buildings destroyed and a few others with minor damage.  Lots of trees and power lines down.  No injuries reported.  The Red Cross has set up a shelter in the area.
LaFayette County –  At 7:30 this morning, LaFayette County Emergency Management reported some homes and barns damaged from tornadoes and storms. Damage assessment is $77,000 in debris and utility costs.  Most will be covered by insurance.
Marquette County -  County officials report numerous trees down.  No reports of significant damage to homes.
Waushara County – Numerous trees down. No reports of major home damage.
Jefferson County – Numerous trees and power lines down.

FEMA – Wisconsin Emergency Management has contact FEMA to advise them of the tornado damage.
