SITUATION REPORT ON TORNADOES #3
OVERVIEW – The National Weather Service confirmed that a record-setting 26 tornadoes hit southern Wisconsin on August 18.  This set a new record for the number of tornadoes that touched down in Wisconsin in one day.  The previous record was in May 8, 1988 when 24 tornadoes were confirmed.

Preliminary Damage Assessments – Beginning on Tuesday, August 23, federal, state and local officials will be conducting a Preliminary Damage Assessment (PDA) in Richland, Vernon and Dane Counties.  PDA teams are comprised of personnel from FEMA Region V (Chicago, IL), Small Business Administration (SBA), Wisconsin Emergency Management, Wisconsin Department of Transportation and other local government officials.  The teams will review tornado damage to homes and businesses, debris removal and other emergency costs.  The information gathered will be given to Governor Doyle to use in his request for federal disaster aid.
