SITUATION REPORT ON STORMS #12
OVERVIEW – Efforts to deliver assistance in the aftermath of severe rainfall and flooding continued into daybreak on Monday, with requests coming into the state Emergency Operations Center for assistance with sandbagging, evacuations and other assistance for flood-ravaged communities across southern Wisconsin. 
Columbia County – Local responders are arranging for the water evacuation of an apartment complex in the city of Columbus. Both local and DNR boats are being utilized in the effort.
Waukesha County – The city of Waukesha reports significant flooding and numerous impassible streets. The City has activated its EOC to coordinate rerouting traffic, emergency public information and resource management functions.  The Pilgrim Park Middle School in Elm Grove will be closed today due to flooding in the parking lot and on Pilgrim Park Road.
State Patrol – Crawford County Sheriff has requested numerous State Patrol officers, who are being deployed to assist as needed. More than two dozen locations along state highways have experienced closures, primarily in Vernon, Richland and Crawford counties.
Department of Natural Resources – The DNR reports Fall River dam is overtopping. 
Department of Corrections – Inmate work crews are en route to Baraboo and Fall River. Crews are being readied to go to Columbus
Red Cross – The Red Cross is opening its 12th shelter in the state, the latest in the city of Columbus. Other shelters are in Gays Mills/Soldiers Grove, Spring Green, La Farge, Ontario, Viroqua, Reedsburg, Richland Center, Elroy, Madison, Avoca and Racine. 
The State Emergency Operations Center remains activated.
