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SUBJECT:
SITUATION REPORT ON STORMS #8
OVERVIEW – The southern half of Wisconsin is under some time of weather watch or warning for storms or floods. At 4:45 p.m., the National Weather Service issued a tornado watch for Grant, Lafayette, Green and Iowa Counties until 11 p.m.  The NWS is forecasting record flooding for the Kickapoo River which will affect Richland and Vernon Counties.  
Wisconsin State Patrol – Two strike teams remain in place in southwestern Wisconsin to assess road damage due to flooding. An additional strike team is assisting with possible evacuations in Elroy in Juneau County. 
Department of Natural Resources – DNR Dam Safety are monitoring several dams.  Two residences below the Primmer Dam in Vernon County have been evacuated.  Two residents near the Saylesville Dam in Waukesha County have also been advised to evacuate. The water is still rising at the Danville Dam in Dodge County along the Crawfish River.  The DNR also issued a joint press release with the State EOC on testing of private wells that have been impacted by floodwaters. 
Red Cross - The Red Cross Shelter previously open at Pine View Elementary in Reedsburg (Richland County) will go to standby status since County officials have determined the dam is not in danger of failure.  Volunteers and supplies will remain in Richland Center overnight to monitor potential changes. In Vernon County, a shelter has been opened in the LaFarge High School as well as a shelter at the library in Ontario. 

Richland County – Richland County has declared a state of emergency.  Richland County Emergency Management reported at 5:45 p.m. that all routes into Viola are now compromised and the village is isolated. State Highways 131 North and 56 were already closed and a major mudslide just occurred on State Highway 131 South so it is now also closed. The Kickapoo River is now at 18.75 ft. and is projected to crest late tonight or tomorrow at 20.00 ft. Flood stage is 14.00 ft. and the flood of record is 21.00 ft
Monroe County - The county has experienced mud slides, minor flooding and flash flooding with some roads washed out and culverts undermined.  Fallen trees are blocking roads and have disrupted power but power is back on. 
Milwaukee County - Wauwatosa opened their emergency operations center in response to reports of flooding and basement backups. The worst areas of flooding in the city are along the Menomonee River Parkway and Swan Boulevard, as well as near Hoyt Park.
Dane County – Dane County Emergency Management reports that 20 homes were affected by weekend storms; 5 with minor damage and 2 with major damage with an estimated 80% of it covered by insurance. 
Road Closures – There are numerous road closures in Crawford, Vernon, Richland and Juneau Counties due to flooding, debris or mudslides. 

The State Emergency Operations Center remains activated.  The EOC will remain activated overnight.
