	Event Synopsis: Some additional radios have just arrived to the [venue] but no one is sure how to get the correct frequency to ensure everyone can talk.

	Message/Description: “THIS IS AN EXERCISE MESSAGE.  This is [Staging Area Commander].  We just received a batch of back-up radios and we are having trouble doing our communications checks.  Not everyone is able to hear the messages, so we’re still not able to use the radios.  Can you assist?

	Expected Player Action: COML should ensure that the new radios do operate on the proper frequencies and provide the channels to the first responders.   Alternate channels should also be given for those radios in case the regular channels still do not work.  If the person who brought the radios does not know the sign-over process, then the COML should explain it to a responsible party to ensure the radios are accounted for properly.

	Objective to be Demonstrated: Provide Incident Command/First Responder/First Receiver Interoperable Communications.: Do the responders still need more radios or was what was sent adequate?  Why aren’t the radios communicating properly? Do the responsible parties know the TICP and how the radio turnover process should occur?
